Calgary, AB, Canada — March 24, 2026 — Kochi Consulting Ltd. welcomes the OECD’s Anti‑Corruption and Integrity Outlook 2026, which underscores that “high‑performing countries move from a rules‑based to a risk‑based, results‑oriented and digital approach” to integrity systems. The report warns that the global “implementation gap persists,” averaging 19 percentage points between regulations and real‑world practice. In response, the report centers integrity as instrumental to national competitiveness, societal cohesion, and economic resilience.
“The OECD is clear: integrity was and continues to be a strategic asset to fight corrupt actors,” said Kizzann Sammy, Managing Director. “Governments, civil society, international organisations, and MSMEs need practical, data‑driven support to close the gap between policy intent and real‑world outcomes.” 
The report highlights that “greater uptake of technology and better‑quality data can help government “do more with less’” and calls for stronger fraud prevention, procurement safeguards, and resilience against organized crime. It also stresses that only 1 in 4 countries track implementation of their integrity strategies, leaving accountability systems underdeveloped. Tools that align risk‑based, results‑focused reforms, enhance investigative capabilities and inform evidence‑based decision‑making promote organisations that comply with an integrity and compliance system design. 
“As corruption becomes more digital, cross‑border, and sophisticated, organisations require equally sophisticated tools,” Ms. Sammy said. “We’re committed to helping partners strengthen integrity, protect public resources, and rebuild trust. 
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
